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AUTAUGA ACADEMY PTA BASS TOURNAMENT RULES

Tournament fees are $100 per boat.
All entrants must wear a coast guard approved vest or preserver when the motor is pushing the boat.

Tournament scheduled rain or shine. If cancellation is necessary due to severe weather, tournament will be held on
next available weekend.

All fishing must be done from a boat. Each boat can consist of no more than 2 people.

Each person is responsible for seeing all rules of safety and sportsmanship are followed even if the boat does not
belong to them.

Only six (6) fish per boat will be weighed.

Fishing is permitted anywhere within the tournament waters, or connecting waters accessible by boat during specific
times except there is no fishing with 50 yards of a gas pump, the weigh-in area 15 minutes before the weigh-in starts
and any area designated “no fishing” by the governing body of the lake.

Tournament is Bass only.

Only artificial lures will be permitted. Trolling as a method of fishing is prohibited.
All fish must be legal length. There will be a 1 Ib deduction for short fish.

All live wells will be checked before start of tournament.

Single file start will begin at first safe light, with each boat receiving a starting number and sequence based on their
order of sign up and payment.

All participants must be checked in by 7:00 AM for rules and regulations.

Participants must be present for weigh in by 3:00 PM sharp. A 1lb penalty will be issued for each minute late. Five
minutes late will disqualify the team. NO EXCEPTIONS.

Winners are determined by overall weight. Ties will split money evenly between teams for each place.
Each team member must have a valid Alabama fishing license.
Any occurrence not covered by the rules will be governed by tournament directors.

Any breach of the above rules will result in automatic disqualification. All interpretation of the above rules is subject
to the Autauga Academy PTA Bass Fishing Tournament Committee. All decisions by the committee are final.
